Tips on fall planting...

Fall is a perfect time to plant perennials, shrubs and trees along with your spring bulbs. The combination of warm
soil and cooling air temperatures encourages plants to put on root growth which helps them come back strong in
spring. Be sure to give extra water throughout the fall and water monthly in winter when the temperature is above
freezing. Avoid plants that are marginally hardy; save those for a spring planting. To ensure growth, you should
plant perennials that are at least one zone hardier than your area is. You can also give plants extra protection
by mulching heavily, just make sure to keep mulch from touching the woody stems of shrubs and trees.
